  I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I make my brother to offend.”

“And he that doubteth is damned if he eat, because he eateth not of faith:

  for whatsoever is not of faith is sin.”

Do you have faith in any doctrine outside of what the Spirit teaches you ?

“Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth:

  for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak:

  and he will show you things to come.”
