“And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write . . .” (Rev. 3:14)

We are in the Laodicean, lukewarm, era of the Church Age,

which began near the end of the 19th century.

Coincidentally ? At about this same time . . . 

People became lax or too lazy to learn or speak strict grammar.

Thus, the accepted English language became lukewarm.

Then some began to attempt to translate the Word of God

into this lukewarm “English” and many accepted these versions

because they were “close enough”. Besides, they were written

in the same grammar that they had accepted (through laziness).

Note that the English language had developed into its purest form around

1600 and was able to preserve all such distinctions. ( When was KJV written ? )

For example:

The word “you” was confined to the “second person PLURAL OBJECT”

in the purest form of English, but the “modern” English use of the word “you” has deteriorated into generic use for all “second person” references.
